Plan Descriptions

Concept Plan

Orange Sector:



Augusta Common, includes proposed Common (to be constructed soon), proposed Morris Museum of Art and proposal for the southside of the 800 block.  Augusta State, Augusta Tech, the Central Library and the Board of Education offices are proposed in this block.  Only the Board of Education’s offices are a real project at this point.

Salmon Sectors:



Broad Street theme areas:  

· Artists Row and Marbury District west of the Common

· The Museum of History and “adult entertainment” east of the Common (beyond the financial sector)

Blue Sector:  The financial sector

Bright Blue Sector:

The preferred new Judicial Center next to the Federal Court and Post Office (Barrett Square).

Purple Sector:  


Riverfront Center, Discovery Science Center, other riverfront uses

Light Green Sector:  
Golf Hall of Fame

Dark Yellow Sector:

Proposed multi-family residential (riverfront, high-end product, condominium sites; north of Laney-Walker Neighborhood are market rate apartments)

Yellow Sector:  Existing residential neighborhoods – Olde Town and Laney-Walker

Lavender Sector:


Proposed bio-med, bio-tech research area, mixed-use would also include new/existing residential, commercial and light industrial

Blue/Green Sector:  Government/civic/institutional

Beige Sector:  Medical Center

Green Circles:  Gateways to the City Center

Asterisks:  Attractions (present and proposed)

Illustrative Plan

Legend:  Explains various facilities, sites

Blue Roof:

Indicates either new development or existing buildings being adapted for new uses (ex. Davison’s Department Store and H.L. Green Building on Broad Street (800 block) being converted to Board of Education offices; existing library building being converted to research facility or court-related use).

Green:

Indicates open space, streetscape framework.  Canal areas reflect desire to restore, enhance the waterways for walking and settings for new development.

Perspective Sketches

Augusta Common:

View taken from north of Reynolds Street looking south toward Broad Street.  The three buildings at the south end of the Common (on the south side of the 800 block of Broad Street) are from left to right:  the new Central Library, just behind is Augusta Tech and on the right is Augusta State.


New buildings are indicated fronting on the east and west sides of the Common.  On the west side (right side of sketch), we recommend retail, restaurants, cafes on the first floor and residential above.  The narrow building on the east side of the Common is recommended as public restrooms, possibly market, “bull market cart” vendors – maybe a coffee shop (this is a limited site, depth-wise).


The foreground (north of Reynolds Street) is Phase II of the Augusta Common and would happen in conjunction with the construction of the Morris Museum of Art.

Riverwalk/Marina:

We have recommended a high-end residential condominium development in the 500 block of Reynolds Street.  Restaurants, cafes on the riverwalk level, with two levels of parking underneath (similar to other riverwalk developments) and residential above.  We see 3-5 levels, not high-rise buildings.  We want people living on the riverwalk with balconies to bring vitality to the riverwalk at all hours of the day.

Research Development along a restored or enhanced canal/waterway:

This is a hypothetical site but is similar to an area that is adjacent to Broad Street, near 15th Street.  By clearing the brush and providing walkways, this hidden resource can create value for adjacent properties and recreation opportunities through increased visibility and accessibility.
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
